











Continue along Thornhill to 8th Street
and turn south.

William Bell, a carpenter, built this wood
frame house in Nelson in the early 1880s.
It was moved to Morden shortly after it
was built. This Second Empire French
style house has several notable features
including a gambrel roof and Italianate
brackets and window frames.

180 8" Street

167 8" Street

The plan of this 1903 house is a
standard one, but the front facade is
distinguished by two projecting bays,
beautifully ornamented with an
elaborate cornice, brackets, moulded
framing and a variety of surfaces. The
section on the left is in the Gothic
Revival Style yet the right side is a
fabulously animated facade in the
Italianate Style.

164 8" Street

This is an exquisite example of the
Gothic Revival style with the
peeked dormer over the door, the
pointed window in the dormer, the
pinnacle at the top of the dormer,
moulded eaves and the decorative
window surrounds. It was built in
1888 for southern Manitoba's first
Presbyterian missionary and school
inspector, Reverend Hugh J.
Borthwick. It has recently
undergone exterior renovation.
